Project Description:

In dynamic 3D environments, data is generated and updated in real time, often
accompanied by shifting viewpoints and changing surroundings. However, current
visualization techniques face major limitations: they often fail to match user needs,
lack contextual awareness, and are difficult to adapt to complex, real-world scenarios.
Our project will focus on “visualization in motion”, an efficient way to treat
visualization with motion characteristics involved, aiming to tackle these challenges in
environments where both data and perspectives change rapidly. The candidate will
investigate to achieve visualization in motion that can maintain good readability,
context awareness, and usability under dynamic multiple perspectives.
